Esau did not care
about his birthright, so he agreed
to give it to Jacob.
Some time later, there was
a famine in the land. The Lord
appeared to Isaac and said, “Live in
the land I will tell you about. I will be
with you and bless you I will keep the
promise I made to your father Abraham.”
God said He would give Isaac a large
family—as numerous as the stars—and
land for his family. “All the nations of the earth
will be blessed because of your family,” God said. “I
will do this because Abraham listened to Me and kept My
commands.”
